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I. Creating NT Setup Disks:

The following keystroke-level directions will create setup boot floppy disks for:

· Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 Server (3 Disks)

· Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 Workstation (3 Disks)

1. Creating Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 Server Setup Floppy Disks:

1.1. Insert the Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 Server into the CD-ROM drive.

1.2. Insert a formatted blank floppy into the floppy disk drive (A:).

1.3. Click on <START>, then <RUN>.
1.4. Type “cmd” in the “Open” field and then click <OK>. 

1.5. A command prompt window should open with a “C:\>” prompt.

1.6. If the CD drive is the “E” drive then goto step 1.9, otherwise continue

1.7. At the command prompt, type “d:\i386\winnt32.exe /ox” and press Enter.
1.8. Skip to step 1.10
1.9. At the command prompt, type “e:\i386\winnt32.exe /ox” and press Enter.
1.10. Click <CONTINUE>.
1.11. Switch disks as prompted.

2. Creating Microsoft Windows NT 4.0 Workstation Setup Floppy Disks:

2.1. Insert the Windows NT 4.0 Workstation into the CD-ROM drive (E: usually).

2.2. Insert an empty, formatted floppy into the floppy disk drive (A:).

2.3. Click on <START>, then <RUN>.
2.4. Type “cmd” in the “Open” field and then click <OK>. 

2.5. A command prompt window should open with a “C:\>” prompt.

2.6. If the CD drive is the “E” drive then goto step 2.9, otherwise continue

2.7. At the command prompt, type “d:\i386\winnt32.exe /ox” and press Enter.
2.8. Skip to step 2.10
2.9. At the command prompt, type “e:\i386\winnt32.exe /ox” and press Enter.
2.10. Click <CONTINUE>.
2.11. Switch disks as prompted.
II. Creating Driver Disks:

The policy for hardware drivers is to use the OEM drivers supplied to you on the utilities CD.  However, some devices installed during the original Windows NT setup need to be on floppy disks to install properly.  These Include:

· Dell Drivers Disk

· HP Drivers Disk

· Network Cards 

· Intel ProSet (Dell PowerEdge Server, Dell OptiPlex 333 Workstations & HP – Net Pro)

· 3Com 3c90X (Dell OptiPlex 350 Workstations)

The following keystroke-level directions can be followed to create the necessary driver disks.  You may use the laptop to create these disks.

3.1. Insert you Utilities CD into the CD-ROM drive.

3.2. Open Windows NT Explorer.

3.3. Insert a formatted blank floppy disk into the floppy disk drive (A:).

3.4. Navigate to E: and click on the + to the left of it. 

3.5. Left click on the “Dell.” Folder

3.6. Left click anywhere in the right frame of explorer

3.7. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Select All>
3.8. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Copy>
3.9. Right click on  A:\ which is located in the left frame of explorer

3.10. Select <Paste>

4. Creating HP Driver Disk

4.1. Insert you Utilities CD into the CD-ROM drive.

4.2. Open Windows NT Explorer.

4.3. Insert a formatted blank floppy disk into the floppy disk drive (A:).

4.4. Navigate to E: and click on the + to the left of it. 

4.5. Left click on the “HP.” Folder

4.6. Left click anywhere in the right frame of explorer

4.7. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Select All>
4.8. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Copy>
4.9. Right click on  A:\ which is located in the left frame of explorer

4.10. Select <Paste>

5. Creating Intel ProSet Driver Disk:

5.1. Insert you Utilities CD into the CD-ROM drive.

5.2. Open Windows NT Explorer.

5.3. Insert a formatted blank floppy disk into the floppy disk drive (A:).

5.4. Navigate to E: and click on the + to the left of it. 

5.5. Navigate to the NetCard folder and click on the + to the left of it. 

5.6. Navigate to the IntelPro folder and click on the + to the left of it. 

5.7. Left click on the <Disk1> Folder

5.8. Left click anywhere in the right frame of explorer

5.9. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Select All>
5.10. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Copy>
5.11. Right click on  A:\ which is located in the left frame of explorer

5.12. Select <Paste>

6. Creating 3Com 3c90X Driver Disk:

6.1. Insert you Utilities CD into the CD-ROM drive.

6.2. Open Windows NT Explorer.

6.3. Insert a formatted blank floppy disk into the floppy disk drive (A:).

6.4. Navigate to E: and click on the + to the left of it. 

6.5. Navigate to the directory called NetCard click on the + to the left of it. 

6.6. Navigate to the directory called 3c90X and click on the + to the left of it. 

6.7. Left click on the <Disk1> Folder

6.8. Left click anywhere in the right frame of explorer

6.9. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Select All>
6.10. Left click <Edit> on the menu bar then select <Copy>
6.11. Right click on  A:\ which is located in the left frame of explorer

6.12. Select <Paste>
